
The history of Aeolian harps  Aeolian harps can be traced back to ancient Greece.  Aeolus was the 

mythical Greek God of winds.  Aeolian harps enjoyed great popularity in England and Germany at the 

end of the 18th century.  In the 18th and 19th century, it was a romantic custom in Germany to place 

the harps in mysterious sites like ruined castles, parks and caverns. They were originally used mainly in 

windows, but moved later to outdoor gardens.  The sound has been referred to as enchanting, 

ethereal, eerie, almost haunting.  We make outdoor harps that sing in the breeze! 

Mohican Wind Harpsé Our harp sculptures are designed to be the centerpiece of a nice 

garden, patio, deck or other suitable area.  To work properly they must be in an open breezy area. Our 

designs have won awards at art shows and are meant to be outside year round. Our harps are made 

in Ohioõs Mohican Area with wrought iron frames with stainless steel sound cones. Frames are zinc 

primed  and powder coated or copper plated for the best weather resistance possible.  Hardware is 

solid brass. Strings are nylon-clear,  red or blue, other colors occasionally available.  Titanium wire also 

available.  Wrought iron harps are 45ó tall by 12ó diameter; and weigh 18-22 lbs. 

ORDERING . Prices range from $510 and up, depending upon frame/string choices. For 

colored strings, add $20.00.  For titanium, add $95( lasts 5-7 years vs. 3 for nylon). Please visit our 

website to see all styles (more than in this catalog).
